On June 1, 2009, the U.S. government will implement the full requirements of the land
and sea phase of WHTI. The proposed rules require most U.S. citizens entering the
United States at sea or land ports of entry to have a passport, passport card, or other
travel documents approved by the Department of Homeland Security.

BORDER CROSSING: A Rabies Certificate is required to bring a dog into Canada. Government
regulations require this certificate MUST be dated at least 30 days prior to re-entry into the U.S.

Non Member

Participation Fee
An annual non-member participation fee for awards and titles will be
charged to a Canadian non-member of CKC. The fee will match
the ERN fee.
In order to protect the awards/tities earned, the non-member will
have a choice either to become a CKC member or to pay the non
-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of
notification will cause all awards and titles to be cancelled.
These fees apply only to dogs wholly owned by non-CKC
members and are not applicable to CKC members.

Points for Best in Show
A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed Championship
show will be credited with 5points inclusive of any points earned at
the breed or group level. In counting the number of eligible dogs in
competition, a dog that is disqualified or that is dismissed, excused
or ordered from the ring by the judge, shall NOT be included in the
calculation for championship points (effective January 1, 2012)
(Absentees are not to be included). In order for a dog to be
recognized as a Canadian Champion it must: (1) earn at least ten
championship points under at least three different judges; and (2) be
individually registered in the records of the CKC or have a CKC
Event Registration Number (ERN)
