To obtain an ERN simply do the following:

- Send a photocopy of the dog's registration certificate reflecting current ownership - with a written
request for an ERN.

- Include full payment in the amount of $57.60 plus applicable tax. Accounts may be paid with
personal or business cheque, money order, Visa or Mastercard. For Non-Members please note
that if paying by cheque, the cheque must be certified. Non-residents of Canada please note that
discounted cheques or money orders will not be accepted due to fluctuating currency rates.

- Provide us with your full return address.

- Faxed requests will be accepted. Please include your VISA/MasterCard number, expiry date,
cardholder's name and signature.

- An ERN must be obtained within 30 day of obtaining points, awards or scores to avoid
cancellation. If factors beyond your control prohibits this or presents a problem, please send a
written request for a 30 day extension.
