All entries must be complete. Handlers or Agents Note: The full name and address of
owner must be included. The Show committee reserves the right to refuse any entry,
subject to CKC rules. No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by entry fees.
Telephone and telegraph entries will not be accepted (except in the case of a postal
strike).

Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom
the entries were made. Change or cancellation of an entry after the closing date, except in
the case of Obedience entries or moving Class Dogs to Specials, is prohibited.

Entries must be received by the Show Secretary prior to closing. Withdrawal of OB/Rally
entries prior to closing date may be made by telephone, but must be FOLLOWED UP BY
WRITTEN or ELECTRONIC NOTIFICATION to reach the Show Secretary no later than
OFFICIAL CLOSING DATE AND TIME as stated in the premium list. If such natification is
not received, the dog will remain entered in the show.

Exhibitors will receive a judging schedule as soon as possible after entries close.

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A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited with five (5) points inclusive of any points
earned at the breed or group level. In no case may a dog earn more than five (5) points at a single show.

MOVING A CLASS DOG TO SPECIALS: A dog which is individually registered in the records of the CKC and has completed
the requirements for a Championship in accordance with Ch. 13, Sec. 13.8 of these rules after closing date and time for entries
for a show but whose Championship is unconfirmed by the CKC may be transferred from the regular classes to SPECIALS

NOVICE B — Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person and shall be for purebred dogs
of any breed, which have not won the title of CD in Canada.

OPEN A - Shall be for any dog which has earned the title of C.D. but has not earned the title of C.D.X. .The handler of any dog
in this class must be the owner or a member of their immediate families. Only one dog per handler is allowed in this class, and
that person must handle the dog in all exercises. Any person who has trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a U.D. title
may not handle a dog in this class. A dog which has earned its C.D.X. title is not eligible for entry in this class

OPEN B - Shall be for any dog which has earned the title of C.D , CDX, UD. Dogs in this class may be handled or exhibited by
the owner or any other person. A person may enter or handle more than one dog in this class. The same handler must handle
each dog in all 7 exercises unless he has 2 or more dogs entered. In such case, he must have an additional handler for each
extra dog when they are judged together in the Group Exercises.

UTILITY A — Shall be for any which has earned the title of C.D.X. but has not earned the title of U.D. Any person who has
trained or exhibited a dog that has earned a M.O.T.Ch title may not handle dogs in this class. The handler of any dog in this
class must be the owner or a member of their immediate families.

UTILITY B- This class shall be for purebred dogs of any breed which shall have won the title of CDX in Canada. Handlers,
trainers and kennel employees may compete in this class.

NON CKC MEMBER PARTICIPATION FEE—CANADIAN RESIDENTS ONLY
Effective Jan 1, 2011, the CKC instituted a Non-Member Participation fee for all Canadian
residents who participate in a CKC event but are not CKC members. In order to protect the
awards/titles earned, the non-member will have a choice either to become a CKC member or to
pay the non-member participation fee. Failure to comply within 30 days of notification will cause
all awards and titles to be cancelled. This applies to dogs wholly owned by non-member
resident in Canada, and does not apply to U.S. exhibitors NOR to CKC members or dogs co-
owned with a CKC member.

AMERICAN EXHIBITORS PLEASE NOTE: Please note that fees are due and payable in
Canadian dollars. Due to fluctuating currency rates, discounted cheques will not be
accepted. If you send a cheque it must be made out for the full amount of the entry and any
other applicable fees. No exchange will be refunded to the exhibitor. Please do not mark
cheques “Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par”. To simplify the process, we urge that

you purchase bank drafts or money orders payable in Canadian funds. Your understanding
and co-operation is appreciated. Thank-you.

Please calculate your entry fees carefully. All overpayments will be accepted gratefully
for our trophy fund! Short payment entries will be returned.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (E.R.N.): Effective January 1, 1992, all foreign born and foreign
owned dogs that enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will no longer require a CKC
registration number, but will require an EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (E.R.N.). Forms to apply for an
E.R.N. will be available at the show. THIS EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER MUST BE APPLIED FOR
WITHIN 30 DAYS OF THE FIRST DAY OF ENTERING A CKC EVENT. Failure to do so will result in the
CANCELLATION OF ANY WINS, AWARDS OR SCORES.
