NOTE: In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog
that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or ordered from the ring by the judge shall NOT be
included in the calculation of Championship Points.

If entering
your non-purebred dog in either of these trials, your dog will be required to have a Canine
Companion Number.

3. Ensure that you provide the CKC with your full return address to enable the
ERN to be sent to you

1. The Show Superintendent will be in complete charge of these events, which are governed by
CKC rules.

2. The Coliseum Building will open no earlier than 4:00 p.m. on Friday 06 May 2016 for
Exhibitor set-up. The building will be open at 7:00 a.m. daily

3. To comply with CITY OF MONCTON regulations NO SMOKING WILL BE
