CONFORMATION JUDGES

FABIAN DAZA, COLOMBIA

Mr. Fabian Daza is a licensed International FCl — Association Club Canino Colombianno All Breeds Judge.
Born in Barranquilla, Colombia, Fabian is a Urologist by profession. He has been involved in dog showing
from an early age, but his passion for French Bulldogs began when he purchased one in 2003. Fabian started
breeding French Bulldogs in a country region of Colombia. He was able to win Championship titles under
the suffix Dazsan Du Upari, and since beginning his breeding, he has endeavoured to own and breed high
quality, healthy specimens that compete in Colombia and in other countries across the Americas. Fabian has
also bred Norwich Terriers and Bull Terriers.

For many years he has been heavily involved in the education of physicians in his specialty area through several
undergraduate and postgraduate programs in Columbia. He has extended this commitment to the canine
fancy. As a member of the Columbian Kennel Club Association, he participates actively in all educational events
and in the process of training new judges, which he has carried out under the guidance of the Association.
Fabian has been a Board Member of the Kennel Club of Bogota and is currently President of the Kennel Club
of Bogota, associated with the ACCC. He has also participated in the FCI Section America and the Caribbean
and been a delegate of Colombia to the General Assembly of the FCI.

Fabian has judged widely, visiting many countries of varying cultures and cynologies, through North and South
America, Asia and Europe, including some excellent appointments with great judges and outstanding dogs.

RANDY GARREN, U.S.

Randy purchased his first toy poodle in 1966 with his lawn mowing money when he was 12 years old; brred
his first litter a year later, and went to his first dog show in 1968. He has bred approximately 65 champions
including Poodles, Dachshunds, Norfold Terrriers and Chihuahuas. Randy and his husband, Dennis McCoy,
bred the top winning black poodle ever (all varieties) Ch. Randenn Tristar Affirmation. Known as Yessie, she
won 103 all breed BIS.

Dennis and Randy finished more than 1,000champions and won over 500 all breed BIS. They also showed
the top winning non-sporting dog in his history, Ch. Lake Cove That’s My Boy with 169 all breed BIS and
his grandfather Ch. Whisperewind On A Carousel with 105 all breed BIS. “Peter” was BIS at Westminster in
1991. Team Randenn piloted Ch. Spotlight’s Spectacular, a Delmation, to 66 all breed BIS making her the
top winning Dal of all time.

His first champion, about 1970, was a standard long dachshund. Her name was Ch. Delldach’s Typhoon SL bred
by Eunice Huffman. Randy also owned, bred and showed mini wires. They were house pets and truly adored!

Randy began judging in 2000 and is approved for five groups. A very popular arbiter in the US, he has also
judged in Canada, Mexico, Columbia, Brazil, Argentina, Sweden, Japan, China and Australia. He feels honor
and pride of being on the board of Take the Lead for many years.

ESTHER JOSEPH, AUSTRALIA

| have been involved with dogs since 1970 where my Gordon, English and, Irish Setter shared a home with a
Saluki and Borzoi. | have bred Gordon Setters under the “Triseter” prefix for 50+ years and more recently (the
past 20+ years) breeding and showing Pugs, | have bred English Setters, Irish Setters and owned and shown
American Cockers Spaniels, Pointers and Tibetan Terriers, plus | have handled most breeds in the Gundog
and many in the Toy and Terrier Groups and other groups.

Austand RSA) and Australia’s #1 Boxer 2003/04. He also, successfully campaigned in Queensland in partnership
the multi-BIS winner Grand Ch Thasrite Angel’s Brat.

David began judging in 1987 and since then has been a sought after International all breeds’ judge. His
judging career has taken him to many parts of the world, including England, Ireland, Canada, the USA,
Sweden, Norway, Finland, Germany, Denmark, India, South Africa, New Zealand, Malaysia, Thailand, South
Korea, Taiwan, Indonesia, Singapore, Russia, Japan, Hong Kong, Vietnam, China and the Philippines.

4 years of age up to 6 years of age. Optional and non-competitive.
No placements are to be awarded, participant ribbons, rosettes and token
trophies may be presented.

2A. JUNIOR NOVICE
For handlers 7 to 10 years who have not won six first places in the same class
with competition.

2B. JUNIOR OPEN
Forhandlers 7to 10years of age, who have won sixfirst places with competition
in the Junior Novice Class, OR any handler wishing to enter this level. It is
understood that once that handler has entered and competed in the Open
Class, he/she may not compete in the Novice Class again.

3A. INTERMEDIATE NOVICE CLASS
For handlers 11 to 14 years of age, who have not won six first places in the
same class with competition.

3B. INTERMEDIATE OPEN CLASS
For handlers 11 to 14 years of age, who have won six first places in the same
class with competition.

4A. SENIOR NOVICE CLASS
For handlers 15 years of age and up to 18 years of age, who have not won six
first placesinthe same class with competition.Handlersfromthe Intermediate
levels progress to this class.

4B. SENIOR OPEN CLASS
For handlers 15 years of age and up to 18 years of age, who have won six first
places with competition in the Senior Novice Class and for any handler who
has progressed through the Intermediate Open level and feels that he/she
has enough experience to compete at this level.

5. BESTOVERALL
Optional at the discretion of the host club.

All dogs must be entered in one of the Official Classes or Exhibition Only on the
day of competition. Entry to be made at the show.

Dogs being used in the competition must be of appropriate size and temperament
for the Junior Handler. If Pee Wee handler cannot lift dog, it is not appropriate in
size for the competitor.

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) allows dogs to temporarily
participate in CKC events while they pursue permanent registration or
an Event Registration Number (ERN).

A TCN must be obtained before submitting an entry for an event.

The same TCN must be used for all event entries for a dog until the dog
is permanently registered or has an ERN.

TCNs can be obtained:

« Online through CKC’s Portal (Note: Individuals who have not yet
used the online Portal will be required to create a Portal account
before they can submit a TCN application online);

+ By submitting a completed paper application by mail to CKG; or

« By contacting the Shows & Trials Division Toll Free: 1-855-364-7252.

Note: There is no CKC fee to obtain a TCN. However, a TCN ‘listing’ fee is
required each time a dog with only a TCN is entered in an event.

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC registra-
tion number, will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).

The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event.

Fee is $64 per dog, plus applicable taxes.

a) Points for this title are only accumulated after the completion of the
Grand Champion Silver is attained, and do not include the points
earned in attaining the Grand Championship Silver.

b) To be awarded a Grand Champion Gold title, a dog must attain a
minimum of 200 points, which must include a minimum of two wins
of at least two (2) points each. Points must be gained at breed, group
or Best In Show/ Specialty level. Only the highest points earned at a
single show are carried forward.

The title of Grand Champion Excellent may be granted only after the
completion of the CKC Grand Championship Silver Title. Exhibitors will
be required to submit to Shows & Trials the Grand Champion Excellent
Record Sheet documenting the additional requirements. The Grand
Champion Excellent Record Sheet Form is located on the CKC website.

Section 15.3.2 To earn the title a dog must have earned the following
during their career as a Special:

a) one (1) Best in Show or a Best of Breed at a breed national specialty
(where a minimum of 10 dogs have competed).

b) three (3) Group 1st, or three (3) breed specialty Best of Breed wins.

) a CKC performance title from any CKC Event. Titles excluded are: CGN,
Herding Novice Tested Certificate, all Instinct titles from all events, as
well as all Sprinter titles and all Chase Ability Program titles.

Section 15.3.3 Best in Show, Best of Breed at a National Specialty, 3
Group wins, or 3 Specialty Best of Breed wins, must be attained after
the completion of a regular championship. The performance title may
be attained at any time in the dog’s career.

Section 13.8.1 Championship points will be awarded as per Chapter
15, with the exception of 15.1.11. The winner of an Altered Best in Show
shall be awarded points according to the total number of dogs in
competition following the point schedule in Section 15.1.2.

Section 15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion [Alt]
and its owner provided with a Championship Certificate, the dog must
have earned at least one 2-point win either at the breed or group level.



Conformation Show The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the
Rules and Regulations Conformation Show Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.

Section 4.7.1 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations states:
Ajudgeofficiatingatashow held undertheserulesshallnotbe subjected
to indignities of any kind during the progress of the show. It shall be the
duty and obligation of the club holding the show to see that this rule is
effectively carried out.

Moving Class Dog Section 8.9 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regulations has been

to Specials Only amended to allow a dog which is individually registered in the records
of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed the requirements for
a Championship, after the Closing Date for entries for a show, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classes to “Specials Only,” providing
the request for a transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary in WRITING
at least one hour prior to the judging of your breed by the owner or
handler.

When one or more all-breed and/or specialty shows are held on the
same day, in the same venue, the request for moving of class dogs to
Specials Only must be made a minimum of one (1) hour prior to the
breed judging scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being
moved up to Specials Only.

NEW - Moving Section 8.10.5 A dog can be moved back into the classes from a
Back to the Classes Special if it has been entered incorrectly, only where the shows have
already closed.

HEALTH REMINDERS

No dog may be brought onto the grounds or premises of an event if it:
1. Is known to have distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease;

2. Has recovered from distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease
within the last 30 days (prior to the event);

3. Has been housed within 30 days prior to the even on premises on which there existed
distemper, parvovirus, kennel cough or other communicable disease.

Clubs do have the right to remove a dog from the event premises and the exhibitor may be subject to
disciplinary action if it is found that CKC rules have been contravened.

OBEDIENCE: Entry in each obedience trial will be limited to the capacity
of the judge to judge at the rate of 9 Pre-Novice, 8 Novice and Novice
Intermediate, 7 Open, and 6 Utility dogs per hour. A judge may not be
assigned more than 7 hours of judging.

RALLY: Entry in each rally obedience trial will be limited to the capacity
of the judge to judge at the rate of 15 dogs per hour less time for walk-
throughs. A judge may not be assigned more than 7 hours of judging.

Once a judge has reached his/her capacity, entries for that trial will be
closed even if the closing date has not been reached. In the case of the
entry limit having been reached, remaining entries will be assigned a
position (by class) on a reserve list. Exhibitors will be notified of their
position on the reserve list. If the entry of a bitch in season is pulled after
entries are closed, it may be substituted with one from the reserve list
up to and including the day of the trial. If the entry of another dog is
pulled prior to the trial, it may be substituted with one from the reserve
list up to 24 hours prior to the trial.

These trials are open to mixed and unrecognized breeds. In order to
compete, mixed and unrecognized breed dogs must have a Canine
Companion Number (CCN) from the Canadian Kennel Club and must
have a CKC-approved microchip. Mixed-breed dogs must be spayed or
neutered.

Unrecognized breed dogs do not need to be spayed or neutered. A dog
eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a listed dog.

6.9.1 A dog that is registered in the records of the CKC with an eligible
number according to these rules and has fulfilled the requirements for
a title in accordance with these rules may be moved to the next level
of competition if the schedule permits. The transfer must be on the
appropriate move-up form and submitted to the trial secretary by the
owner or handler at least 15 minutes before the start of the class.

6.9.3 The Trial Secretary shall amend the judge’s book and the marked
catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC with the requests attached to
the appropriate entry forms.

6.9.5 In order for a dog to be eligible to move up, the dog must be
individually registered with the CKC, have a Performance Event Number
(PEN), or an Event Registration Number (ERN) before entries close. The
addition of a CKC number after close of entries does not make the dog
eligible and will result in referral to the Discipline Committee.

Bitches in season are not permitted to compete. When a bitch comes
into season after entries close, a Veterinarian’s Certificate, certifying that
the bitch was in season within ten (10) days of the trial, must reach the
Trial Secretary on or before the day of the trial, prior to the judging of
the class, and the club will refund the entry fees.

JUNIOR OBEDIENCE PRE-NOVICE

For handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 11th birthday who have not achieved 500 score
points in any Pre-Novice competition.

INTERMEDIATE OBEDIENCE PRE-NOVICE

For handlers 11 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 15th birthday who have not achieved 500 score
points in any Pre-Novice competition.

SENIOR OBEDIENCE PRE-NOVICE

For handlers 15 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 18th birthday who have not achieved 500 score
points in any Pre-Novice competition.

JUNIOR OBEDIENCE NOVICE

For handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up to the
date of their 11th birthday who have achieved 500 score points in
any Pre-Novice competition or for any junior of relevant age who
wishes to com-pete in this class.

INTERMEDIATE OBEDIENCE NOVICE

For handlers 11 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 15th birthday who have achieved 500 score points
in any Pre-Novice competition or for any junior of relevant age who
wishes to compete in this class.

SENIOR OBEDIENCE NOVICE

For handlers 15 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 18th birthday who have achieved 500 score points
in any Pre-Novice competition or forany junior of relevant age who
wishes to compete in this class.

JUNIOR OBEDIENCE OPEN

For handlers 7 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 11th birthday.

INTERMEDIATE OBEDIENCE OPEN

For handlers 11 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 15th birthday.

SENIOR OBEDIENCE OPEN

For handlers 15 years of age on the date of the competition up to
the date of their 18th birthday.

All dogs must be entered in one of the Official Classes or Exhibition Only
on the day of competition. Entry to be made at the trial.

Any dog may be used at the Pre-Novice, or Novice level including those
with any Obedience titles. A dog used at the Open level must have a CD
title (either CKC and/or AKC).

Dogs being used in the competition must be of appropriate size and
temperament for the Junior Handler.

Unrecognized Breeds

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) allows dogs to temporarily
participate in CKC events while they pursue permanent registration or
an Event Registration Number (ERN). A TCN must be obtained before
submitting an entry for an event. The same TCN must be used for all
event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered or has
an ERN.

A TCN cannot be used for dogs that require a Miscellaneous Certificate
Number (MCN), a PEN or a CCN number.

Note: There is no CKC fee to obtain a TCN. However, a TCN ‘listing’ fee
is required each time a dog with only a TCN is entered in an event.

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering CKC events, and do not have a CKC registra-
tion number, will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).

The ERN number MUST be applied for within 30 days of the first day of
entering a CKC event.

A Performance Event Number (PEN) allows a non-registrable dog of a
CKC-RECOGNIZED BREED to participate in competitive events that
are appropriate for the breed. To be eligible to receive a PEN, all of the
following must be met:

+ The dog must be of a breed recognized by the CKC (not on the CKC
Miscellaneous Class List).

« The dog must not be eligible for CKC registration.

« The dog must be spayed or neutered.

« The dog must be properly identified with a CKC-approved microchip.

A dog that s eligible for a PEN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

A Canine Companion Number (CCN) allows UNRECOGNIZED BREEDS
to compete in CKC performance events. To be eligible to receive a CCN,
all the following must be met:

+ The dog must be either an Unrecognized Breed.
« Unrecognized Breeds are not required to be spayed or neutered.
+ The dog must be properly identified with a CKC microchip.

A dog that is eligible for a CCN may not be entered as a ‘listed’ dog.

All the above ‘registration’ numbers can be obtained:

+ Online through CKC's Portal (Note: Individuals who have not yet used
the online Portal will be required to create a Portal account before
they can submit an application online); or

+ By submitting a completed paper application by mail to CKC.

Obedience The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the
Trial Rules and Obedience Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.

Regulations Section 19.7 of the Obedience Rules and Regulations states: It shall be
the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club
official, ring steward, volunteer, or competitor at an ObedienceTrial held
under these regulations, is not subject to indignities of any kind. The
Obedience Trial Committee Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any
infringement of this regulation, and the Discipline Committee shall have
the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report
indicating that this has occurred.

Master Obedience Section 14.3.1 The CKC will permit the use of the letters MOTCH to be
Trial Champion used as a prefix of the name of any dog that has met the requirements
(MOTCH) for that title as hereinafter provided.

Section 14.3.2 Points for this title may only be accumulated after the
completion of the OTCH title.

Section 14.3.3 Points may be accumulated simultaneously with credits
toward both the OTCHX and MOTCH titles. However, the MOTCH title will
not be awarded until completion of the OTCHX title.

Section 14.3.4 One High in Class placement is required in either of the
Open B classes or the Utility B class but no minimum score is required.

Section 14.3.5 A dog must acquire a total of 40 points to earn a MOTCH
title. A minimum of 15 points must be obtained from either of the Open
B classes and the Utility B class. The remaining 10 points can be obtained
from either class.

Section 16.2 A dog may begin earning points toward the RCH title as
soon as the Rally Master (RM) title requirements have been completed.

Section 16.3 The RCH title will be awarded to dogs that have successfully
earned a minimum of 100 points total from competing in both the
Excellent B and Master classes in the same trial.

(@) 50 points must come from the Rally Excellent B class, including a
minimum of five (5) scores of 95 or higher.

(b) 50points mustcomefromtheRally Master class,includingaminimum
of five (5) scores of 95 or higher.
