LIMITED ENTRY

Entry in each trial will be limited to the capacity of the judge to perform 7 hours of judging at the
rate of 8 Novices per hour, 7 open dogs per hour, and 6 Utility dogs per hour. Rally to be judged
based on 20 dogs per hour. Once a judge has reached his/her capacity, entries for that trial will
be closed even if the closing date has not been reached. In the case of the entry limit having
been reached, remaining entries will be assigned a position (by class) on a reserve list. Exhibitors
will be notified of their position on the reserve list. If the entry of a bitch in season is pulled after
the closing of entries, it may be substituted with one from the reserve list up to and including the
day of the trial.

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING C.K.C. RULES
A judge officiating at an obedience trial held under C.K.C. Obedience Regulations and
standards shall not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the
obedience trial and it shall be the duty and the obligation of the club holding the trial to
see that this Regulation is effectively carried out. The Obedience Chairman shall
promptly report to the C.K.C. any infringement of the Regulation and the Board of
Directors shall have the power to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report
that this regulation has been violated.
2. Only those dogs registered individually or eligible for registration with the C.K.C. may
enter.
3. No entries, changes or cancellations will be accepted after the published closing date.
Entry forms must be complete in every respect. Exhibitors will abide by any errors made
in entering the dog regardless of how or by whom the entry was made.
4. The Peterborough and District Obedience Club reserves the right to refuse any entry,
subject to C.K.C. rules.
5. Entry fees will be refunded for bitches in season, provided a certification from a
Veterinarian is presented to the Trial Secretary before 9:30A.M. on the day of the trial.
6. The show committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and
exhibitors, but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the event of accident,
or other misfortune to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.
7. Exhibitors are solely responsible for the conduct or actions of their animals while they
are on the Show grounds.
8. Competitors are responsible for knowing and understanding the NEW Obedience
Rules as defined by the CKC on it’s website and/or in the new Obedience Rulebook.

Attention Foreign Exhibitors
Please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian Dollars. Due to consistently fluctuating
currency rates, discounted cheques will not be accepted. Personal cheques will be accepted,
however, they are to be payable in Canadian funds. If you send a cheque in U.S. funds, it must
be made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the exhibitor. To
simplify the process, we urge that you purchase bank drafts or money orders payable in
Canadian funds.

Event Registration Number

Effective January 1 1992, all dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for
the sole purpose of entering C.K.C. events will no longer require a C.K.C. registration number but
will require an Event Registration Number (ERN).The ERN number MUST be applied for within
30 days of the first day of entering a CKC event.
