Novice A for dogs that have not earned the RN title and is handled by the owner or immediate family
member
Novice B For any dog until such time as a qualifying score in Advanced is earned.

Intermediate an elective class for any dog that has earned an RN or any Obedience title other than PCD.
No handler who has exhibited a dog through its CDX title may enter this class.

Advanced A for dogs that have earned the RN title but not earned the RA title and is handled by the
owner or immediate family member

Advanced B For any dog that has earned the RN title.

Excellent A for dogs that have earned the RA title but not earned the RE title and is handled by the
owner or immediate family member

Excellent B For any dog that has earned the RA title.

Pre-Novice for all purebred dogs over 6 months of age (Not eligible for HIT competition)

“A” classes for dogs handled by owner or immediate family member through all exercises

“B” classes for trainers, multiple entries, co-owned dogs, exhibitors who have attained a Cdn. OTCh title
(Open B) or Cdn. CDX title (Novice B) or dogs who have earned titles in another country.

"C" classes for dogs who have completed a CD title in Canada (Not eligible for HIT competition)

CDI Class Novice-Intermediate, for dogs who have earned a CD title in Canada. (Not eligible for HIT
competition)

Open for dogs who have earned a C.D.

Utility A for dogs who have earned a C.D.X. but not a U.D.in Canada.

Utility B for dogs who have earned a C.D.X. or U.D. in Canada

A separate entry is required for each class entered in obedience trials. To facilitate setting up the jumps in
open and utility classes please designate jump heights on the entry form.

Entry fees will be refunded for bitches that come into season after the closing date of the show. To obtain this
refund a letter from a Veterinarian must be presented to the Trial Secretary before the commencement of the
trial.

ENTRY INFORMATION:

All entries are to be sent to the Show Secretary and must be received by the closing date and time.

No entry will be accepted unless accompanied by proper entry fees and forms.

Incomplete entries will be returned. Agents and Handlers please note that full name and address of

owners must be filled in.

4. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by whom entries were
made.

5. To comply with CKC regulations, we will be unable to accept or substitute any entry reaching the show /
trials secretary after the closing date and time.

6.  Only dogs eligible for CKC registration may enter this show. The Committee reserves the right to refuse
any entry subject to CKC rules.

7. A dog which is individually registered in the records of the Canadian Kennel Club, and has completed
the requirements of Championship, in accordance with the provisions of Ch. 20 of these rules, after the
closing date and time for entries for a show, may be transferred from one of the Regular Classes to
“Specials Only”, providing the request for transfer is submitted to the Show Secretary IN WRITING at
least one hour prior to the opening of the show, by the owner or handler.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)
All dogs that are foreign born and owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will
require an Events Registration Number (ERN).
To obtain an ERN number simply do the following:
1. Send a photocopy of the dog’s registration certificate reflecting current ownership, e.g., AKC Registration
Certificate, with a written request for an ERN number.
2. Include with the above a cheque or money order in the amount of $58.50 (plus GST or HST where
