Competitors, through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of and will abide by C-
WAGS Obedience rules and regulations including but not limited to the following rules regarding entry:

e All children must be supervised by a parent not competing in the trial.

e All exhibitors are expected to treat judges, advocates, trial hosts, your canine partner and all other
exhibitors with respect.

e Any judge, advocate or trial host has the authority to excuse / remove any dog or handler from the ring
or show grounds due to aggression towards a dog or person. This includes handler-delivered
corrections to their dog in or out of the ring.

e Trial organizers reserve the right to refuse any entry and if an exhibitor must be asked to leave the
show grounds for any reason, they will not be issued a refund.

e There will be no refunds for entries withdrawn after the closing date, or in the event a dog and/or
handler are dismissed from competition, regardless of the reason for such dismissal. Refunds will be
issued for bitches that come into season provided a veterinarian’s certificate is received by the Trial
Secretary on or before the date of the Trial.

e Dogs and handlers with physical challenges are encouraged to compete. Please submit the
Modification Form to the trial secretary -
https://c-wags.org/wp-content/uploads/2018/01/Handler Modification request.pdf The judge will
review and has the sole authority to approve or deny all requests for their class. The dogs must not
show evidence of being in pain or discomfort. The judge shall excuse any dog that does so.

e Handlers, through entry at this event, accept full responsibility for themselves, and the actions of their
dogs and/or children. Any competitor whose dogs and/or children create an unnecessary disturbance
or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behaviour may be asked to leave with NO REFUND of fees.

e All dogs must be penned, crated or on leash when not in the ring. All dogs must be under control when
they leave the ring after their run. Any dog engaging in aggressive or out of control behavior when
leaving the ring will be disqualified and/or required to leave the trial site with NO REFUND of fees.

e Exhibitors must keep crate and exercise areas clean. Please pick up after yourself and your dogs. We
need to keep this great venue available for future dog events!

e Dogs can be shown in a flat buckle or snap collar or plain harness. NO choke collars, prong collars,
shock collars, no pull harnesses, martingale collars / leads or head halters are allowed anywhere on the
trial site including the exercise area. Leashes should be made of fabric or leather and be long enough to
provide adequate slack.

e After the Exercise Finished order from the judge at the end of each exercise and before moving to the
next exercise, then handler may release and reward their dog with petting and/or a food treat. Petting
is allowed to continue between exercises.

e Dogs may run For Exhibition Only. The dog may be handled by a non-family member, or may be a non-
registered team. Scores will not be recorded and placements cannot be earned.

e Only dogs entered in the trial are allowed in the trial venue.
