Provide your complete address for 
return of the ERN to you. ERN MUST BE APPLIED FOR WITHIN 30 DAYS OF FIRST DAY OF ENTERING A 
CKC EVENT.   
 

ATTENTION CANADIAN EXHIBITORS - CKC Non-Member Participation Fee

In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a Championship certificate, the dog must: 

(a) earn at least ten (10) championship points under at least three different judges and. 

(b) be individually registered in the records of the CKC or have an Event Registration Number or a Miscellaneous 

Certification Number.
