To comply with instructions issued by the Canadian Kennel Club, we will be unable to
accept any entry reaching our Show Secretary after the official closing date as
published in this premium list.

No entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the entry form are filled
in, ex. Birthdate, Class, Sex, Owners address etc.

NO ENTRY WILL BE ACCEPTED UNLESS ACCOMPANIED BY THE ENTRY FEE.
TELEPHONE entries cannot be accepted.

Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs regardless of how or by
whom the entries were made. Change or cancellation of any entry after closing day
is prohibited.
