Among the breeds that he has been involved with are
Chihuahuas, Pomeranians, Yorkshire Terriers, Shiba Inu,
Akita, West Highland White Terriers and Dachshunds.

In 1987, he formed the Makoto Kennel in England with an English partner to introduce quality Shiba Inu to the UK. This kennel
was instrumental in establishing and maintaining the quality of the Shiba Inu breed in Europe. A force in the Chihuahua breed
ring both inside Japan and around the world from 1980, his dogs have competed and won major shows in Japan, the USA and
Europe. Dogs that he owns or bred have garnered Junior Winner, Best of Breed, and placed in Group at the prestigious FCl World
Dog Show and Winner's Dog and Best in Show at the American Chihuahua Club National Specialty Show.
