BROOD BITCH & Brood Bitch and two or more of her Progeny. Same stipulations as for Stud Dog

PROGENY and Get apply to this classification.

LURE COURSING Any dog with lure coursing points (CKC, AKC or ASFA) - not necessarily a FCH -

CLASS but must have received a placing in a licensed lure coursing field trial. Dogs must
also be entered in a Regular class or for Exhibition Only.

MATURITY CLASS 3 consecutive generations, not necessarily owned by the same owner. Dogs
must also be entered in a Regular class or for Exhibition Only
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
