The Conformation Show Committee
Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC shall have the
authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred. A copy of
this regulation shall be prominently placed in every premium list and catalogue. (19.7)

It shall be the duty and obligation of the trial-giving club to see that a judge, club official, ring steward,
volunteer or competitor at an obedience or rally trial held under these regulations is not subject to indignities
of any kind. The Trial Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, and the CKC
shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has
occurred. A copy of this regulation shall be prominently placed in every premium list and catalogue. (20.7)

No person may approach a judge either directly or otherwise, orally, in writing or electronically, to favour his
entry. Disciplinary action will be taken against any person who violates this rule, or against a judge who fails
to report any contravention of this rule to the CKC within 14 days of the action. (4.1.5)

Temporary Competition Number (TCN) - * Effective March 2, 2020

A Temporary Competition Number (TCN) must be obtained before submitting an entry for an event. The same TCN must
be used for all event entries for a dog until the dog is permanently registered. Once a dog is permanently registered or
has an ERN, the TCN will be replaced with the registration number or ERN. A TCN cannot be used for Listed Breeds
(MCN) or dogs that will require a Performance Event Number (PEN) or Canine Companion Number (CCN).

There is no fee to obtain a TCN however exhibitors will still be required to pay TCN Fees (formerly called Listing Fees)
when entering events using a TCN.

TCN Numbers may be obtained online via the CKC website where the number is issued instantly. Exhibitors may also mail
in a printed application or contact CKC Shows and Trials by phone for a number.

Event Registration Number (ERN)

All dogs that are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering CKC events will
require an Events Registration Number (ERN)

To obtain an ERN simply do the following:

Send a photocopy of the dog's registration certificate reflecting current ownership - with a written request for an ERN. Include full
payment in the amount of $62.40 plus tax. Accounts may be paid with personal or business cheque, money order, Visa or
MasterCard. For Non-Members please note that if paying by cheque, the cheque must be certified. Non-residents of Canada please

» Handlers and exhibitors with several breeds must arrange for alternative handlers should judging times of different breeds
conflict.

» Due to the limited amount of space, the Superintendent may be required to control the number of and/or area taken up
by x-pens. All exhibitors are required to co-operate with the Superintendent in this regard.

 Only a dog individually registered, or eligible to be registered, in the stud book of the Canadian Kennel Club may compete in
these shows and trials.

* Please keep your dogs crated when unattended, and clean up after your dogs.

SECTION 1: A dog awarded WINNERS at a championship show held under these Dog Show Rules shall be credited with a number of
championship points (ranging from 0 to 5) and the determination of the nhumber of championship points to be credited to a dog
awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.

SECTION 2: The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated a dog awarded WINNERS
shall be as follows:

To determine the number of championship points earned by a dog awarded WINNERS total all the dogs in competition which the
dog defeated, directly or indirectly, for the highest of the following official breed awards: Winners, Best of Winners, Best of Breed or
Best of Opposite Sex and then consult the schedule set forth above. The new system provides for additional points (provided that the
dog has defeated another as listed hereunder):

A class dog awarded Best In Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited with five points inclusive of any points earned
at the breed or group level.
