Only one dog maybe
entered in this class by any one exhibitor. The dog must be handled by the owner, co-owner or a member of his
immediate family. No licensed handler, trainer, nor any person who has previously handled a dog through

its U.D. (Utility Dog) titlein Canada or elsewhere, shall be allowed to competein this class. A dog which has won a
comparable degree in any foreign country is not eligible for entry in this class.

Novice B for any purebred dog that has not won the title C.D. (Companion Dog) in Canada. Dogs in this
class may be handled by any person. More than one dog may be entered by any handler, but each dog must have a
separate handler for the “sit” and “down” exercises. A dog which has won a comparable degree in any

foreign country is eligible for entry in this class.

Open A for any purebred dog that has won the title of C.D. in Canada, but that has not won the title of C.D.X.
(Companion Dog Excellent). Only one dog may be entered in this class by any one exhibitor. The dog must be
handled by the owner, co-owner or a member of hisimmediate family.

It isthe responsibility of the exhibitor to be familiar with the rules pertaining to the event in which they are
competing. Copies of the ‘ Conformation Show Rules & Regulations' are available from the Canadian Kennel Club,
400 200 Ronson Dr, Etobicoke, Ontario MOW5Z9

1. The Club reserves the right to decline to accept entries for just cause, and/or to refuse to

11.

receive the entry of any dog, or remove from the show building /grooming building any

dog, on account of disease or viciousness, In the case of non-acceptance, the fees shall

be returned with the reason for non-acceptance. No one shall have claim or recourse

against the organization holding the shows, or against any officia connected therewith

for therefusal of any entry. The Show Superintendent shall have full control of the

shows.

The officias of the show-giving club are responsible for the conduct of the exhibitors and spectators during the
show. Any person acting in an objectionable manner must  be removed from the show on complaint to the
Show Superintendent

A judge officiating at a show held under C.K.C. Rules shall not be subject to indignities of any kind during the
progress of the Show, and it shall be the duty and obligation of the Club holding the Show to see that this Rule
is effectively carried out. (DSC 4.1.3)

There will be no refunds for overpayments of duplicate entries. No entry fees will be refunded if the show
cannot open or be completed by reason of riots, civil disturbances, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of
apublic enemy, strikes or any other cause beyond the control of the Club.

The Show Committee will use due care and diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be
responsible for, or assume liability in the event of accident, loss, or other misfortune to either dogs, exhibitors,
patrons, or the contents of commercia booths. See agreement on back of entry forms.

The owner of adog entered in this Show is entirely responsible for any errors in entering his dog, regardless of
how or by whom the entry was made.

Any dog excused by the Show Superintendent or Show Veterinarian for any reason shall not, after being
excused, compete in any class for any award for the balance of the show.

A judge shall have the right to measure in the ring and weigh or have weighed by the Superintendent, any dog
whose breed standard lists height or weight as a disqualification. The decision of the Show Superintendent
reported to the judge shall be final in the determination of the weight. The decision of the judge shall be final
in the determination of al disqualification’'s (DSR 4.5.1)

A dog once disqualified for any reason at a Champion Show held under C.K.C. Rules

cannot again be shown at a Show under C.K.C. Rules until the dogs has been

examined by an official committee appointed by the C.K.C. and the committee finds

the dog is free from the condition which prompted the disqualification . Application

for Reinstatement must accompanied by a fee which fee shall be forfeited to the C.K.C.

if the examining committee is satisfied that the dog should remain disqualified. All

awards earned by adog shown in violation of this Rule shall be cancelled by the

C.K.C., and the owner of the dog is subject to disciplinary action.

The welfare of an Exhibitor’s child is assumed to be the responsibility of the

exhibitor. It isdistinctly understood that you exercise control and restraint over

children on thedays of these shows.
