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CONFORMATION MOVING UPTO SPECIALS
A dog individually registered in the records of the CKC and has compl eted the requirement for a
Championship in accordance with CKC Rules, after the closing date and time for the show, may be
transferred from one of the Regular Classesto “ specials Only”, providing the request is submitted to
the Show Secretary in WRITING and on the appropriate form at least one hour prior to the opening of
the show, by the owner or handler. When one or more Championship shows are held on the same day,
in the same venue, the request for moving a Class dog to Specials must be made a minimum one hour
prior to the scheduled start of the show for which the dog is being moved up.

A dog that isindividually registered in the records of the CKC and has fulfilled the requirements for a
titlein accordance with Section 9.4.2 and 10.4.2 of the Obedience Rules may be moved up to the next
level of Obedience Competition providing the transfer was submitted to the Trial Secretary in
WRITING, by the owner or handler, one hour prior to the opening of the first trial. When one or more
trialsare held on the same day in the same venue, the request for moving the dog up must be made a
minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of the trial for which the dog is being moved up,
TRIAL SCHEDULE PERMITTING.

EVENT REGISTRATION NUMBER (ERN)
All dogsthat are foreign born and foreign owned and enter Canada for the sole purpose of entering
CKC events will require and Events Registration Number (ERN). To obtain an ERN smply do the

following:

1. send a photocopy of the dog’'s Regidtration Certificate reflecting current
ownership, for example AKC Regidration Certificate with a written request for
an ERN.

2. Include with the above a cheque or money order in the amount currently
required payabl e to the Canadian Kennd Club.

3. Ensure that you provide the CKC with your full return address to enable the
ERN to be sent to you

This Event Registration Number MUST be applied for within 30 days of thefirst day of entering a
CKC event.
