The Exhibitor is responsible for knowing and complying with the Con-
formation Show Rules and Regulations of the Canadian Kennel Club.
Chapter 4 - Section 4.7.3 of the Conformation Show Rules and Regula-
tions states: A judge officiating at a show held under these rules shall
not be subjected to indignities of any kind during the progress of the
show. It shall be the duty and obligation of the club holding the show
to see that this rule is effectively carried out.
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. No entry will be accepted unless all particulars called for on the entry

form are completed in full. Handlers or agents please note the full
name and address of all owners must be filled in.

Incomplete entries will be returned. No entry will be accepted unless
accompanied by entry fees. Telephone and telegraph entries cannot
be accepted. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their
dogs regardless of how or by whom the entries were made.

There is no refund for duplicate cheques. Every effort will be made
to find all duplicate entries, however if the entry has been processed
and appears in the official catalogue, no refund will be made.

Substitutions or cancellations of any entry after the closing date is
prohibited. Moving Class Dogs to Specials is permitted. An error in
the class, date of birth or sex may be amended on the entry form up
to one hour before the start of the show. Only dogs which are already
registered in the Canadian Kennel Club Stud Book, or are eligible for
such registration can be entered. The committee reserves the right
to refuse any entry subject to CKC Rules.

ENTRIES POSITIVELY CLOSE 6:00 p.m. SATURDAY, MAY 2, 2015 or
when limitis reached and mustbein the hands of the Show Secretary
by that date.

. Identification cards and judging schedules will be mailed as soon as

possible afterthe entries close. Identification cards must be presented
upon arrival at the show.

. Tendering of NSF cheques in payment of fees shall be considered

non-payment of fees and is punishable by disciplinary action.
Any N.S.F. cheques will be subject to a $25.00 service charge.

. The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of the show which will

be governed by CKC Rules.

. The Sault Ste. Marie Kennel Club will use due care and diligence for

the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but will not be responsible for,
or assume liability in the event of accident, or other misfortunes, to
either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

. If, because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts beyond the control

of management, it is impossible to open or to complete the show, no
refund of Entry will be made.

Dogs should arrive in adequate time for their breed judging (allowing
for absentees) and will be excused each show when not required for
further judging. It is the responsibility of the exhibitors to have the
dog atringside when the dog's class is scheduled for judging. Waiting
for dogs will not be possible and handlers with several breeds must
arrangeforalternate handlersifjudging timesfortheir breeds conflict.

. Judging will commence at 8 a.m. Saturday, May 16, Sunday, May 17

and Monday, May 18, 2015. A later starting time may be specified in
the judging schedule. Starting time of each ring will be specified in
the judging schedule.

OWNER-HANDLER Competition

In order to participate, exhibitors MUST check off the Owner-Handler box on the entry form.
Dogs must be Owner-Handled throughout the competition.

Procedure for judging: The owner-handler judging follows the same process as regular breed
judging. For example, if the Best of Breed dog is owner-handled, they are automatically
awarded Owner-Handled Best of Breed. If further judging in required, it will take place after
regular breed judging. At the Group level, if no owner-handled dog places first to fourth in
the group, all owner-handled Best of Breed dogs will be called back into the ring. Again, if
the Best in Show dog is owner-handled, they will be automatically awarded Owner-Handled
