6. Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, sick or excused
by a Veterinarian or Judge, or barred from competition by action of the Show Com-
mittee or because he is entered incorrectly.

7. The Portage Kennel Club will use due care and diligence for the welfare of the
dogs and exhibitors but will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in the
event of an accident or other misfortune to either dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

8. If because of riot, civil disturbance or any acts beyond the control of the Portage
Kennel Club, it is impossible to open or complete the show, no refund of entries will
be made.

number of championship points (ranging from 0 - 5) and the determination of the number of championship
points to be credited to a dog awarded WINNERS shall be as provided hereunder.
15.1.2 The schedule to be employed in the determination of the number of points to be allocated a dog
awarded WINNERS shall be as follows:

*Includes the dog awarded Winners
In counting the number of eligible dogs in competition, a dog that is disqualified, dismissed, excused or
ordered from the ring by the judge shall be included in the calculation for championship points.
15.1.3 If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Breed at the show, then all dogs competing is the
bred, including Specials only, shall be included in the total.
15.1.4 If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed, then all dogs of the
same sex including those competing for Specials Only shall be included in the total.
15.1.5 If a dog awarded Winners is also awarded Best of Winners, then all dogs defeated directly or indi-
rectly in the breed shall be included in the total.
15.1.6 If a dog is awarded Winners only, then all dogs of the same sex in the class competition shall be
included in the total.
15.1.7 The number of championship points to be credited to a dog awarded Winners shall be determines by
the highest award earned and calculated as per this section.
15.1.12 In order for a dog to be recognized as a Champion and its owner provided with a Championship
Certificate, the dog must:

(a) earn at least 10 championship points under at least 3 different judges; and
(b) be registered in the records of the CKC, have an Event Registration Number (ERN)
(c) Have earned at least one 2 point win, either at the breed or group level.

15.1.8 In addition to championship points allocated at the breed level a dog awarded WINNERS which also
places in the regular Group competition as provided in Chapter 4, Section 8(j) of these Rules shall be credit-
ed with the following additional points, provided that the dog has defeated another dog at the group level,
save that no more than five (§) points will be credited to a dog for a single show:

A class dog awarded Best in Show at an all-breed championship show will be credited five points
inclusive of any points earned at the breed or group level.

MOVING CLASS DOGS TO SPECIALS

A dog which is individually registered in the records of the CKC or has an ERN number at the time of clos-
ing of entries, and has completed the requirements for a championship in accordance with the provisions of
Chapter 20 of the Dog Show Rules, after the closing date and time for entries for a show, but whose champi-
onship is yet unconfirmed by the CKC may transferred from one of the regular classes to “Specials Only”
providing the transfer is submitted to the show secretary in writing at least one (1) hour prior to the opening
of the show, by the owner or handler.

NO DOG MAY BE ENTERED IN BOTH OPEN “A” & “B” AT SAME TRIAL
PRE-NOVICE — This class shall be for all purebred dogs and those breeds as designated on the list of miscellaneous breeds
and of either sex, which have not earned the title of P.C.D. (Pre-Companion Dog) in Canada. Dogs being entered in this class
may be handled or exhibited by the owner or any other person. A person may enter more than one dog in this class and
must have an
additional handler for each dog when they are judged together on the Group exercise. A dog may be entered in the Pre-
Novice that has not earned the title of C.D. in Canada or a comparable title in any other country. The Pre-Novice class is an
elective class and earning a title is not a requirement to advance to the Novice Classes.
NOVICE “A” - This class is open to all dogs, providing the dog has not earned the title of “CD” in ANY COUNTRY. One dog
ONLY may be entered in this class by any one exhibitor. The exhibitor MUST BE THE OWNER or A MEMBER OF HIS/HER

NOVICE “B” - This class is open to all dogs, which have not earned the title of “CD”, and may be shown by the owner or any
other person. The dog may not necessarily be CKC or ERN Reg’d to compete in this class
NOVICE “C” — This class is open to any dog of either sex that has gained the title Companion Dog, Companion Dog Excellent,
Utility Dog or any other advanced Obedience title in Canada prior to the closing date of the trial in which it is to be entered.

OPEN “A” - This class is open to all dogs which have earned the title of “CD” IN CANADA, but have not earned the title of
