Chapter 1 - Section 11 (b) Where a bitch comes into season after entry of the bitch has been submitted to the
Trial Secretary, a veterinarian’s certificate, certifying that the bitch was in season within the ten day period
preceding the trial, must reach the Trial Secretary on or before the date of the trial. The Trial-giving Club will
refund the entry fee.

A dog which has earned its CD degree in the USA is not eligible for Novice “A” class and a dog which has
earned its CDX in the USA is not eligible in the Open “A” class. Such dogs must enter in Novice “B” or Open
“B"” classes respectively.

6.7 Moving Up

6.7.1 A dog thatis registered in the records of the CKC or has a PEN, an ERN, or a MCN and has fulfilled
the requirements for a title in accordance with these rules, may be moved to the next level of competition.
The transfer must be submitted to the trial secretary on the appropriate move-up form by the owner of handler
one hour before the opening of the first trial on that day, schedule permitting.

6.7.2 When one of more trials are held on the same day in the same venue, the request for moving the dog
up must be made a minimum of one hour prior to the scheduled start of the trial for which the dog is being
moved up to, schedule permitting. The trial secretary shall amend the judge’'s book and the marked
catalogue, which is to be sent to the CKC with the requests attached to the appropriate entry forms.
