* The Dartmouth Kennel Club will use care and diligence for the safety and welfare of the dogs and exhibitors but will not be responsible in the event of 
  an accident to dogs, exhibitors or spectators.  The Dartmouth Kennel Club will not be responsible for any equipment left on the event premises.
* The building will be open an hour before judging commences.
* Only dogs ENTERED in the Trials will be allowed within the trial precincts. 
* Judging will not be delayed to accommodate an exhibitor or handler who fails to have their dog in the ring when required. 
* The Trial Committee will be in complete charge of these trials.
* No dogs will be allowed in the building overnight. Dogs found in an unsafe environment, distress or harm’s way will be removed to safety by 
  the appropriate authorities.
* “Puppy/Dog for sale” signs will not be permitted within the precincts of the event.
* It shall be the duty and obligation of the event-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these
  rules is not subject to indignities. The Event Trial Chair shall promptly report to the CKC any infringement of this regulation, 
  and the Discipline Committee shall have the authority to take such action as it deems fit on receipt of a report indicating that this has occurred.
* It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to clean up after their dogs at all times and in all areas. Please make sure your area inside and outside is 
clean and all garbage is placed into the appropriate receptacle before you leave.
* Please note there will be no prong, spike collars, or non CKC Sanctioned collars allowed at this event
* Dogs should arrive in adequate time for their class (allowing for absentees).
